Since 1976, Rupp Arena at Central Bank Center has served as the home court of the 
University of Kentucky men’s basketball team, regularly leading the national attendance 
average. Rupp Arena has hosted legendary artists such as Justin Timberlake, Paul McCartney, 
Garth Brooks, Chris Stapleton, and many more. Since 2018, Oak View Group and Live Nation 
Arenas have provided booking services to Rupp Arena. During the last 18 months, Rupp Arena 
has broken all previous audience attendance and revenue records in its storied 43-year history. 
 

The Lexington Opera House, built in 1886 and listed on the National Register of Historic 
Places, is one of the premier performing arts centers in the region. Since its opening, the Opera 
House has played host to such famous stage performers as W.C. Fields, The Marx Brothers, Al 
Jolson, Julie Harris, Steve Martin, Brian Wilson, and Graham Nash.
